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In addition, volunteers were given the opportunity to
learn about the Blue Swimming Crab Bank, established
by the Pathio Community Fisheries Enterprise in
Saphli Subdistrict, Pathio District, Chumphon Province.
The initiative is led by Lung Check, Chairperson of
the enterprise. After witnessing the degradation of
the marine ecosystem in Chumphon Province, he began
campaigning against the consumption of egg-bearing
crabs, emphasizing that a single female crab can
carry between 200,000 and 2,800,000 eggs. Allowing
these crabs to spawn creates opportunities for tens
of thousands of juvenile crabs to mature and helps
restore ecological balance of the marine environments.
Furthermore, volunteers participated in constructing
FADs using biodegradable natural materials such as
coconut fronds and manila hemp rope. These structures
function as artificial reefs, serving as nurseries for marine
life and increasing populations of shrimp, shellfish, crabs,
and fish, thereby supporting sustainable livelihoods for
artisanal fishers.

The Foundation provided a total budget of 550,000 THB
to ensure a more comprehensive and integrated
conservation effort. The funding was allocated to
the following initiatives:

® Enhancing Quality of Life and Community Products:
Established a seafood processing facility and
developed value-added products in accordance
with certification standards. This also included
knowledge transfer and standardized processing
training through the U-Volunteer Project,
in collaboration with Maejo University-Chumphon.

* Restoration of Marine Habitats: Constructed
and deployed 60 FADs using natural materials
(coconut fronds, bamboo, and Manila hemp rope)
within the artisanal fisheries conservation zone
(3 nautical miles / 5.5 kilometers from the shore).

The collaboration among all stakeholders who share
a common goal is a key driving force that ensures
conservation efforts can be sustained over time and
achieve tangible results efficiently.
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The ocean is the world's lifeline, a vital source
of oxygen, food, and biodiversity. with seagrass
considered as a crucial part of the ecosystem,
serving as a spawning and nursery ground
for aquatic life and a food source for rare,
endangered marine animals like dugongs,
seaturtles, and dolphins. Furthermore, it acts as
the "lungs of the sea,” efficiently storing carbon
and helping to mitigate global warming.
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Seagrass restoration mission

Trang Province is considered one of Thailand’s
most abundant seagrass areas, with seagrass
serving as the primary food source for dugongs.
However, this invaluable ecosystem is currently
under threat from coastal development, including
wastewater discharge, large-scale construction, and

trawling.

Recognizing the importance of marine natural resources
and the urgent need to restore degraded seagrass
areas, the Natural Resources and Environment
Institute Rajamangala University of Technology Srivijaya,
Trang Campus has conducted research and
development on seagrass species to improve their
ability to adapt to climate change.

The Suthirat Yoovidhya Foundation recognized the
potential of this initiative and has provided continued
support, with the aim of expanding seagrass areas
along Khlong Son Beach and allocating a budget of
120,000 THB to support academic work alongside
community-based activities, as outlined below:

e Cultivate seagrass in laboratories to develop strains
that are resilient to changing climate conditions.

® Plant the developed seagrass strains in 2 x 20 meter
plots and produce seagrass for dugong rehabilitation.

® Survey and classify the number of organisms
(fish, shrimp, crabs) in the planted seagrass area.

® Assess the utilization of the seagrass resource
by stakeholder groups.

Currently, over 20 rai of seagrass have been restored,
helping to increase biodiversity, revitalize the coastal
abundance, create a foundation for the community
to drive sustainable marine conservation, and pave

the way for eco-tourism in the future.
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Restorative Science:

Dugong’'s home
restoration mission
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"Seagrass is the foundation of marine life;
if this foundation collapses, the entire
ecosystem will be shaken.”

Amid the ongoing crisis of coastal resource degradation, the
Suthirat Yoovidhya Foundation has engaged in knowledge
exchange and the distillation of key lessons in collaboration
with Asst. Prof. Dr. Prasert Tongnunui, Director of the Institute
of Natural Resources and Environment at Rajamangala
University of Technology Srivijaya, Trang Campus. He is
a leading figure behind the mission to restore Thailand’s
marine ecosystems and return habitats to dugongs through
the conservation of seagrass, a fundamental resource of
the Andaman Sea.

Seagrass beds along the Andaman coast are currently
experiencing severe degradation, with more than 50 percent
of their area lost. This decline directly affects dugongs, which
depend on seagrass as their primary food source. Although
dugongs are able to consume other aquatic plants to some
extent, these alternatives cannot adequately replace seagrass.
As a result, the degradation of seagrass beds has become
a critical warning signal of a broader coastal ecosystem crisis.
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Under the limitations of natural recovery, research in
restorative science has taken on a crucial role. Research teams
have collected seagrass from natural habitats and cultivated it
in controlled nursery systems to study growth performance and
potential reintroduction into the ecosystem. Findings indicate
that seagrass grown under controlled conditions demonstrates
superior growth in terms of leaf size, length, and lifespan.

In the next phase, nursery systems may be developed as
supplementary food sources during emergency situations,
such as dugong strandings or cases of malnutrition. While
these systems cannot fully replace natural seagrass meadows,
they can significantly reduce losses and improve survival rates
during critical periods.

Despite advances in seagrass restoration technology, scaling
up must be approached with caution due to the complexity of
cultivation processes and the need for close monitoring. At
this stage, coastal communities play a vital role in caring for
seagrass plots in their natural environments, while researchers
provide scientific guidance and ongoing monitoring. This
collaborative approach helps ensure that restoration efforts
remain continuous and sustainable.

For small-scale fishers, seagrass beds serve as both habitat
and food sources for a wide range of marine species. When
seagrass ecosystems are healthy, marine resources are better
able to recover. Conversely, when seagrass deteriorates,
the impacts are directly reflected in community income,
livelihoods, and overall quality of life.

Seagrass may appear to be a concern limited to coastal areas,
but the degradation of marine ecosystems affects everyone.
From declining seafood availability that drives prices higher
to long-term food security risks, the consequences extend
far beyond the shoreline. Protecting seagrass, mangroves,
and coral reefs is therefore not only an act of environmental
conservation, but a shared responsibility in safeguarding our
collective future.

While nursery-grown seagrass grows up to
three times faster than in nature, but dugongs
consume 30-40 kilograms of food daily, making
it suitable only as emergency or reserve food.
Conserving seagrass in its natural habitat
therefore remains the most sustainable solution.

Recognizing this loss, the Prostheses Foundation
of H.R.H. the Princess Mother was established in 1992
to research and develop high-quality prostheses,
offering them free of charge to underprivileged
amputees of all nationalities and religions. This enables
them to walk again, be self-reliant, and live a life
of value. From initially using recycled materials like
plastic bottles and aluminum tabs, the foundation
has now innovated prostheses to be strong, flexible,
and meet the international standard ISO 10328.
Furthermore, it transfers knowledge to several
countries in Southeast Asia and Africa.

To ensure the continuous operation of the Prostheses
Foundation, the Suthirat Yoovidhya Foundation has
donated 1,000,000 THB, continuing its support for
over 10 years. This support helps open opportunities
for disabled individuals to walk, exercise, rehabilitate
physically and mentally, and return to work to support
themselves and their families securely and happily

once more.
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Recognizing the value of Thai arts and
culture passed down through generations,
the Suthirat Yoovidhya Foundation is
committed to supporting the conservation
and perpetuation of traditional craftsmanship.
This is achieved through collaboration with
the Chakraphan Posayakrit Foundation,
which was established to promote and
maintain Thai art-a cultural heritage that
is highly valuable and worthy of sustained
preservation.

The Chakrabhand Posayakrit Foundation

(Khao Sukim Temple in Chanthaburi Province)
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Perpetuating Traditional Craftsmanship:
The Chakrabhand Posayakrit Foundation

Professor Chakrabhand Posayakrit is an artist who
created exquisite and lively portrait and traditional
paintings, as well as sculpture and puppet theatre
(Hun Krabok), a performance art that integrates various
disciplines. He was honored with the title of Master
Craftsman of Rattanakosin, National Artist in Visual Arts
(Painting), and Outstanding National Figure for Promoting
Thai Prestige in 2009. He is considered to have made
immense contributions to the field of Thai arts.

The Chakrabhand Posayakrit Foundation was established
in 2003 to promote arts and religion, create artworks,
and serve as a museum housing ancient craftsmanship
and works from the reign of King Rama IX. It serves
as both a workplace for Professor Chakrabhand and
a group of folk artists. Currently, the foundation
is undertaking the restoration of the “Posayakrit”
Meditation Pavilion at Khao Sukim Temple in Chanthaburi
Province, to revive it as a serene dwelling for Buddhist

practice.

The Suthirat Yoovidhya Foundation recognizes the
importance of perpetuating this invaluable cultural
heritage to preserve the national identity and historical
value, while also instilling pride in cultural roots among
younger generations. To jointly drive and sustainably
uphold the nation’s arts and culture, the Suthirat

Yoovidhya Foundation has provided a yearly donation
of 1,000,000 THB to the Chakrabhand Posayakrit
Foundation.
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“"The Elephant” is Thailand's national animal, deeply intertwined with
the country’s way of life and culture for centuries-whether as a working
partner for Thais in the past or as a symbol of strength, endurance, and
loyalty. However, following the end of the logging industry and economic
changes, many elephants were displaced from the forests and became
domesticated elephants that could no longer return to the wild.
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Save Elephant Foundation, Chiangmai Mai Province

Province was established by individuals dedicated to
providing a new life for elderly and disabled elephants.
It serves as a sanctuary, caring for and treating over
120 elephants, with more than 70% requiring close
attention in terms of food, health, and physical
rehabilitation. Given the substantial monthly expenses,
including food, medicine, and care, which exceed
5 million THB, the foundation is a vital refuge for
elephants that can no longer take care of its selves.

To ensure the continuity of its mission in take care of
selves. Thai elephants, the Suthirat Yoovidhya Foundation
has provided a 1,000,000 THB donation under
the “Foodbank for Elephant” project. This initiative
aims to sustainably enhance the quality of life for

Thai elephants through four main operational guidelines:

e Support for Treatment and Medication: Providing
food, medication, and emergency veterinary care for
old elephants, disabled elephants, and sick animals
through community clinics and mobile animal
ambulances.

e Establishment of Permanent Food Sources:
Developing elephant food crop plots to reduce
long-term costs and ensure sufficient food for
the elephants throughout the year.

® Income Generation for Communities: Supporting
the planting and cutting of napier grass for elephant
feed, creating jobs and income for local residents,
and fostering sustainable elephant care participation.

* Mitigation of Human-Elephant Conflict : When
elephants have sufficient food in their area, they
won’t need to encroach on villagers’ farmland, which
helps reduce damage and promotes a balanced
coexistence.
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In a world where many animals still face the pain
of disability and abandonment, the Disabled
Animals Shelter Foundation continues to serve as
a “"Last Home,"” providing care, treatment, and

warmth so these animals can have a better life
once more.

Organic Rice Donation Project
to Support Disabled Dogs
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Supported with essential
supplies, food, and organic rice
worth 402,500 THB.

Amidst the growing number of disabled and abandoned

animals, which now exceeds 900, the Disabled Animals
Shelter Foundation (Pak Kret Home) is facing insufficient
space. This has led to the initiation of the “New Home
for Our Little Friends Project” to move disabled animals
who are in good health and self-sufficient to a new
location at the Disabled Animals Shelter Foundation
(Bang Len Home) in Nakhon Pathom Province. This new
area is designed as “A home nestled in nature” providing
an ideal environment for the physical and mental
rehabilitation of disabled animals, with a serene
atmosphere and ample space for them to run, exercise,
and enjoy a better quality of life.

For over 8 years, the Suthirat Yoovidhya Foundation has
consistently supported the Disabled Animals Shelter
Foundation with food, essential supplies, and
over 200 sacks (6,000 kilograms) of organic rice.
In 2024, the Foundation further expanded its
assistance by sponsoring a team of veterinarians to
regularly provide care, health checks, and treatment
for the disabled animals, ensuring that every animal
receives quality care and lives the warmest, most
complete life possible.
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In a challenging economic conditions, access to quality

food is a fundamental necessity for many people, Share
especially for the underprivileged and disadvantaged for Life
groups. The Suthirat Yoovidhya Foundation believes that PrOjeCt
“Sharing is Caring"” and that mindful sharing is therefore
a crucial foundation for building social sustainability.
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The foundation continues its mission to deliver aid
through the “Share for Life” project, which is now in its
fourth consecutive year. Its main objective is to alleviate
food hardship for the needy, underprivileged children,
and orphans under the care of temples.

This project was established to create sustainable value
across several dimensions, as follows:

® Social Aid: The foundation has delivered high-quality,
health-safe organic rice to 5 temples, including
Phrabat Namphu Temple and Tham Tha Ko Temple
in Lop Buri Province, Chom Sri Temple in Sing Buri
Province, Bot Woradit Temple and Sa Kaeo Temple
in Ang Thong Province. They donated 50 sacks
(or 1,500 kilograms) to each temple, totaling 250 sacks
(or 7,500 kilograms), with a total value of 445,000 THB,
to ensure that underprivileged people have access
to nutritious food.

e Support for Organic Farmers: Donations from
benevolent supporters are used to purchase rice
directly from organic farmers. This supports and
generates stable income for farmers committed to
discontinuing the use of harmful chemicals, benefiting

producers, consumers, and the environment.

® Creating Health and Environmental Sustainability:
Donating organic rice promotes the production of
safe food and reinforces the foundation’s vision
of achieving sustainability in all dimensions-from
food security and health safety to environmental
responsibility.

Every grain of rice distributed through this project

not only feeds the disadvantaged but also serves

as significant encouragement for the producing farmers

and helps drive Thai society toward shared sustainability.

Food inequality remains a persistent challenge for society.
Recognizing this, The Suthirat Yoovidhya Foundation has
chosen to move beyond traditional forms of assistance by
introducing innovation to enhance the power of sharing.
This effort is driven by the “Automated Rice Donation Kiosk”
project, which functions as an intelligent system to distribute
high-quality organic rice from farmers to those in need.
This approach ensures that aid is delivered thoroughly, fairly,
and transparently, creating true equality in accessing nutritious
food within every community.
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The Automated Rice Donation Kiosk project is another
goodwill initiative resulting from the collaboration
between the Suthirat Yoovidhya Foundation and King
Mongkut’s University of Technology North Bangkok
(KMUTNB). The aim is to use technology to simplify
access to safe food for the needy by “organic rice”
sourced from farmers who cultivate without chemicals.
The rice is processed under hygienic standards before
being donated through the automated kiosks under
the Share for Life project.

The donation kiosks are installed in community areas
surrounding 4 temples: Mahathatu Yuwaraj Rangsarit
Temple, Phra Nakhon District, Matchantikaram Temple
(Wat Noi), Bang Sue District, and Samian Nari Temple,
Chatuchak District in Bangkok and Kamphaeng Temple
in Nonthaburi Province.

Recipients must use their national ID card to scan into
the system for identity verification. The system accurately
records and verifies the status of rice retrieval. It is set
to allow dispensing once per week, 2 kilograms per
collection. If a person has already received rice that
week, the system will immediately deny the request,
even if they attempt to use a different kiosk.

This innovation reduces the burden on temple
staff for rice distribution, making sharing widespread
and efficient. Furthermore, it ensures the direct
and continuous delivery of quality food to
the underprivileged, disadvantaged children, and
needy individuals in the community.
